IRC Recently Completed / Currently in Development
1. Add MatRequest - auto-assign feature not assigning everything it should have. When adding a matrequest, it was not assigning all of consumables that were available. It was not assigning the full quantity when they were on multiple shelves. 
1. Assign MatRequestLine for Consumable - was finding too many consumables. – When you assign a matrequest, there was an internal error.  It was returning too many.  This has been resolved. 
1. Payments - were not showing in Acquisitions invoice, or MatRequest windows. – There was a glitch in the last release that went out.  Something broke during the release and caused no payments to show up.  This has been resolved. 
1. MatRequest email now includes reporting period tokens (for the school year) – They can now put the school year in the emails sent out.
1. ReAssign - no longer allows students to be browsed if a teacher or district is selected – Currently working on this.  A fix is under way right now. 
1. Show Ship Batches - create batch for selected items is sometimes causing no items for a matquest to display – This is sporadic.  2 IRC’s have reported it.  Changes are being made.  
1. MR Ship Wizard - reconcile copy with only 1 entry in the batch makes the batch post – We are fixing this also. 
1. Program to clear personally identifiable information - removes first and last name, date of birth, patron id, barcode and address from deleted patrons. Also, delete notes and documents. – A batch program is currently in development. 
IRC Upcoming Development
1. Tokens for tracking number on packing slip – We are adding in the tokens for the tracking number on the packing slip.  
1. Print Order support for break form and page break – The print order function is going to need some additional work.  It does not currently support the break form or a manual page break. Upcoming change will be to get this in place. 
1. Tracked shipment - support for quantity other than 1 – Say the system assigned five, this is going to allow you to change the quantity that you are actually shipping. KLAS has assigned all five, but you can only fit three in a box.  In the tracking function, you will be able to break that up, put in three in a box, and slap a tracking sticker on that box.  Then the other box with the other two will have a different tracking number.  Right now, you cannot change the quantity for shipment and cost right now.  This is something we are going to add in place in the next release. 
1. APH integration - stop storing user credentials in KLAS and make the user log in after each hour while submitting orders – There is some additional APH integration, so that the password is re-entered by the users.  If you have to submit orders, and it takes you longer than an hour, you will have to log in again.  Logins will only last an hour at a time.  This is something we have to have done before we deploy to another customer.  
1. Jump to invoices from MR Button – Upcoming button to allow you to jump to a different screen.   
1. Jump to Orders from MR Button – Upcoming button to allow you to jump to a different screen.   
1. Jump from MR to Cataloging Button - – Upcoming button to allow you to jump to a different screen.   
Upcoming Development for ALL KLAS Users
1. ** All KLAS installations must be upgraded to OpenEdge 12.2.16 by September 3, 2024.  Will be in 7.8.21 (releasing this week to early adopters) or 7.8.22. This unspecified vulnerability will be reported September 3. - ** indicates things with non-negotiable deadlines. – We have to upgrade to use a different version of Open Edge.  There was a security problem identified in Progress. It will be in two stages.  We will upgrade Progress on the server then it will be a regular KLAS upgrade. 
1. KLAS needs to integrate with Keycloak for single sign-on ASAP. 





LBPD Recently Completed / Currently in Development
1. Series processing - Next Title logic now ignores withdrawn titles
1. Service subscription now uses serving library’s limits for how many issues a patron can have
1. When giving a patron a certain status, the library can now specify whether it should prompt for an inactive reason AND what status to give relationships
1. Initial title was improperly factoring into the calculation of the medium of a duplication order in checkout.
1. The medium of a serial or monograph title cannot be changed if there are open orders, or service queue entries for the title.  Doing so causes mis-calculations of cutoff. 
1. Fill Queue was complaining a serial title was already on the queue if there were 2 different issues reserved and fill was trying to place them both on the queue. – Putting some protections in place to make sure this does not happen. 
LBPD Upcoming Development
PIMMS (must be operational by Sept 30):
1. ** Prompt user for parental acknowledgement, communicate acknowledgement info to PIMMS, & address other related issues - ** indicates things with non-negotiable deadlines. 
1. ** Block patron from ALL services if acknowledgement not acquired - - ** indicates things with non-negotiable deadlines.
· If there are local services the state wishes to provide, a new patron record that cannot subscribe to MoC serials will be added.
· Patron will not sync to PIMMS


MoC and Other
1. Convert Request tab to use a different widget. (Weekly serials have too many back issues for current widget.) -  We need to convert the Request Tab from using a dropdown to select which issue when some of these serials since some have hundreds of back issues.  It needs to be more of a look up function instead.  It will be easier to use.  
1. Fix Edocs tab in serials — displays edocs for deleted issues & will not display > 50 results – We need to fix both sides.  
1. Patron Transfer — Make sure handling MoC serials correctly transferring in or transferring out. 
1. Requests in Patron - add a widget to select issue. – We would like to get the Patron Tab updated so that you can select an issue there.  A specific serial request can be added from the Patron Module and subscription tab. 
1. Patron Windows — Subscriptions -- make displaying / enabling correct fields in update.
Scribe:
1. Repair Mode –Describe repair mode we have done some groundwork for that and are making sure that the Web monitor is able to support that once it is implemented. 
1. New Caching method – New method for the file stored locally on the Scribe to make that if a file is update on books.com then it will use the updated version.  For example, if the file was previously corrupted or needed other changes, a new collected version is put on the individual Scribes.   
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Authenticate web monitor with Keycloak – This is going to make it more reasonable than having yet another set of logins and passwords for everybody.
